Many of you are aware we have Dudley, our second special 

needs dog into the program within a 12 month period.  

Dudley has been with us since January of this year!  He has 

been hanging in there with the vets and technicians at 

Eastern Carolina Veterinary Referral. Dudley did have 

surgery to implant a systostomy tube, which within a few 

weeks he chewed off the end, leaving the vet no choice but 

to remove it entirely.  He had been pretty much incontinent 

since his surgery. However, we have had a few glimmers of 

hope in that various people had witnessed him squatting to 

urinate, and have seen a steady stream.  Who would think 

we would be so excited to hear such news!   

The best news of all is the call we received on August 2 nd.  

The Dudster has made his biggest and best breakthrough of 

all. For about a week straight he has squatted, urinated, and 

defecated on his very own. They donõt have to express his 

bladder as often, as he is trying to  keep it empty on his own!  

This is huge for Dudley and we are hoping he may finally be 

on the road to recovery!  So very close.   

Through all this hospitalization, Dudley has an awesome 

spirit.  He is happy -go-lucky, goes with the flow, and loves 

everyone.  He also has made a special place in many hearts 

as this little guy just keeps plugging along, no clue that he 

hasnõt been òworkingó quite right. 

Thanks to all have donated for sweet Dudleyõs care and for 

keeping him in your thoughts and prayers as well! We 

received a grant from Golden Retriever in Naples (GRIN) to 

assist with Dudleyõs care, which came at just the right time!  

We hope h e is close to being able to be released . He will 

be in need of a foster home  with a fenced in yard. He is 

that much closer to getting a forever home where he can 

finally enjoy being a real dog!
